Percentages calculations based upon the overall top 100 detecting songs for the quarter from the
1280 U.S. radio stations electronically monitored by Nielsen BDS (24 hours a day, 7 days a week).
Publisher information for musical works has been identified by HFA, including information for
publishers not represented by the company for licensing. A “Publisher” is defined as an
administrator, copyright owner and/or controlling party.
